Québec can perhaps best  be descr ibed as
Jacques Cart ier, a French explorer, in 1541
descr ibed the c l i f f  the c i ty  was bu i l t  on:  a
rad iant  jewel  that ,  w i th  pomp and c i rcum-
stance,  ju ts  out  above an immense sky-b lue
r iver .  Or  poss ib ly  wi th  the words of  Char les
Dickens (1842): "The impression made upon
the v is i tor  by  th is  Gibra l tar  o f  Amer ica,  i ts
g iddy he ights ,  i ts  c i tade l  suspended,  as i t
were,  in  the a i r ;  i ts  p ic turesque s teep s t reets
and f  rowning gateways;  and the sp lendid
v iews which burs t  upon the eye at  every  turn ,
is  a t  once un ique and las t ing.  l t  i s  a  p lace not
to  be forgot ten or  mixed up in  the mind wi th
other  p laces,  or  a l tered for  a  moment  in  the
crowd of  scenes a t rave l ler  can reca l l . "

Over  the las t  few centur ies ,  Québec has
indeed b lossomed in to  a  beaut i f  u l  c i ty .  l ts
magni f icent  arch i tec ture and h is tor ica l  s ig-
n i f icance have even got ten Québec inc luded
in  t he  UNESCO Wor ld  He r i t age  L i s t .  Bu t  t h i s
i sn ' t  t he  on l y  t h i ng  t ha t  pu t s  t he  c i t y  i n  t he
spot l ight .  Today,  Québec a lso d is t ingu ishes
i tse l f  on the meet ings,  incent ives,  congress-
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es and events  market .  A l l  the ingred ients  for
a  f i rs t -c lass dest inat ion are here,  inc lud ing
the very  la test  fac i l i t ies ,  the most  prominent

hote ls ,  and a modern t ranspor t  in f  ras t ruc-

ture.  Most  o f  the fac i l i t ies ,  for  that  mat ter ,

a re  f ound  i n  o r  nea r  O ld  Québec  -  t he  i dea l
spot  for  re lax ing in  the evening and en joy-
ing the many smal l  bout iques,  cafés and
restaurants .  Or ,  le t  yourse l f  be p leasant ly

surpr ised by the numerous events  that  take
place there throughout  the year ,  l i ke  the Ci ty
Summer  Fes t i va l  and  t he  W in te r  Ca rn i va l .

And wi th  regard to  i ts  env i rons,  Québec is  in

no way in fer ior  to  o ther  c i t ies .  The exqui -

s i te  nature that  sur rounds the c i ty  o f fers  a
g rea t  number  o f  poss ib i l i t i e s ,  such  as  sk i i ng ,

moun ta in  b i k i ng ,  hun t i ng ,  and  so  f o r t h .

Business t rave l  to  Québec Ci ty  has been
dec idedly  on the upswing s ince the open-
ing of  the Québec Ci ty  Convent ion Cent re  in
'1996.  Th is  fac i l i ty ,  jus t  outs ide the wal ls  o f

Old Québec,  can accommodate up to  4000
par t ic ipants  a t  a  s ing le  event  and of fers  d i -

rect, underground access to several dif ferent
hote ls  as wel l  as  vast  indoor  park ing fac i l i t ies .

The Convention Centre features a 6,970 m2

exhib i t ion ha l l  -  la rge enough to  ho ld  some 410

exhib i t  booths -  w i th  7  indoor  load inq docks,  d i -



rect street access, and a separate entrance. This hal l  can also be divided into
three sections, as needed, or converted into a meeting or banguet room.

An escalator f  rom the exhibit ion hal l  leads direct ly to the 3,223 m2 conven-
t ion ha l l ,  which can accommodate 3 ,500 people .  l t  has a  computer ized
l ight ing system for  ambience cont ro l ,  warm cherry-wood panel l ing,  and
wal l  hatches to  h ide cables and wi res . . .  the per fect  set t ing for  prest ig ious

banquets lor 2,28O people at 10 per table or 2,736 at 12 per table. The
convent ion ha l l  can a lso be conver ted in to  three sect ions,  and i t  has two
dress ing rooms and s ix  soundproof  t rans la t ion booths over look ing the ha l l .
The 2,320 m2 mul t i -purpose ha l l  is  a  versat i le  room wi th  separate
ent rance,  foyer  and coat  check,  and can be d iv ided in to  four  sect ions.

Two adjacent  dress ing rooms are a lso ava i lab le .  In  2006,  th is  ha l l  w i l l  be
upgraded to  make i t  even more f  unct iona l .  Capac i ty  wi l l  be increased to  ac-
commodate 3200 guests  (banquet  s ty le) ,  washrooms wi l l  be added,  an of -
f ice  for  organizers  wi l l  be in tegrated,  the acoust ic  system wi l l  be improved,
and two new sate l l i te  k i tchens and new dress ino rooms wi l l  be bu i l t  as  wel l .

Fur thermore,  Québec Ci ty  Convent ionCentre  a lso has 36 smal ler  meet ing
rooms for  groups of  50 to  500 people ,  as  wel las  a  large main ha l land foyers
on three dif ferent f loors to be used for delegation registrat ion, cocktai ls, etc.

For  smal ler  events ,  the Québec Ci ty  area of fers  a  host  o f  o ther  poss ib i l i -
t ies ,  f rom fu l l -serv ice hote ls  and banquet  fac i l i t ies  to  charming count ry
inns and her i tage proper t ies .
